INTRODUCTION

This short but demanding challenge takes us through
the heart of the French Alps, tackling tough mountin
climbs made famous by thél'our de France

Spectacular views of mountain peaks, alpine valleys
and hanging glaciers make the long twisting climbs
worthwhile! Our challenge ends with two of the
toughest and most renowned ascents in the regiorhd
demanding Col du Galibier and the steep hair-pin
bends of Alps d’'Huez.

Congquering these mountains will earn you a life-log
sense of achievement and give you something in
common with the most elite cyclists in the past 100
years! This is a very strenuous challenge and youiliv
need to train extremely hard to succeed.

ITINERARY

Day 1: London — Geneva by air
After a short flight from London to
Geneva, we transfer just over the
border to the pretty French town of
Bonneville to prepare for the start of

our six-col challenge
tomorrow! Overnight in hotel.
(Lunch not included)

Day 2: Bonneville — Col des
Aravis — Col des Saisies —
Albertville

Up early for our first day in the
saddle! Heading out of
Bonneville, a gentle climb
awaits us just outside of town
as we head towards the ski-
resort town of La Clusaz. The
road undulates on rolling valley==
roads through pretty towns andi
villages with plenty of roadside cafés! Th|s iseafpct
warm-up for our legs before they tackle the big nmtains.
Passing through St George du Sixt, the anticipdiidgius
as we see signs for the Col des Aravis. We head up
steadily, reaching the summit at 1487m: a relagigdlort
and gentle climb but still our firsol and a significant
achievement!

Once we have reached the top we enjoy a fabulous
descent. It's over too soon; once through Flumetstart
to climb again. The Col des Saisies is a longentelbut
you should be fully warmed up by now and should fin
your rhythm again quickly despite resting your legsthe
descent. It's important not to over-do it and jcignb at
your own pace, resting when you need to. More cafés
await us at the summit (1650m) and we stop foriekqu
celebratory coffee before relishing the long swegpi
descent down to our overnight stop in Albertville.

Day 3: Albertville — Col de la Madeleine — Col du
Télégraphe — Valloire

After a good night's rest, we head out of Albefevélong
the valley, stretching our legs on the gently uatint
roads. It won't seem long before we reach our &lishb
of the day, the Col de la Madeleine (1993m). Stedpn
yesterday's cols, this is a good transition dag! It
important to pace yourself as this is a long clemllmost
25km. Fabulous views open up at every twist ofrtiee,
and will distract
your mind from
your suffering
legs! Reaching §
the top, you'll be
greeted by
fellow cyclists
and can stop for
a drink and to
appreciate the
views.

A long, welcome descent takes us to the lovely toivba
Chambre and a welcome lunch-stop.

This is a tough climb, shorter thas thi
morning’s effort but considerably steeper, and laue
really earned a celebration when you reach thetape
pass (1566m.) We enjoy the views and rest ourflags

Day 4: Valloire — Col du Galibier — Alpe d'Huez

Upon leaving Valloire, we can immediately appreeitiat
we have not lost much of the height gained on ydatés
Col du Télégraphe. In real terms, we are part-wathe
feared Galibier already — which psychologicallaiseal
boon. However, there is still a long haul, anddlebing
starts almost straightaway, so it's important togpa
yourself gently and get your body used to the bigain!
After 8km our legs will be feeling nicely warmed apd
we are greeted with a short, flattish section arsbhaitely
stunning scenery

before starting the

‘real’ climb of the

Col du Galibier.

We avoid the

mountain tunnel

and ride on smaller

roads with plenty of

hair-pin bends

through this

stunning mountain

range. The last section is particularly steep, w&itiradient
of 10% over the last kilometre. You will need adiuy
mental determination to keep the pedals turninghom
sense of achievement on reaching the top will leton
remember for ever! At the top you are greeted by a
monument to Henri des Granges, the founder of the T
de France — a perfect group photo stop!

We don't stop long, as our final and possibly gesat
challenge looms in the distance. Heading downdnilards
lunch in the valley, we enjoy the amazing landsaaftlis
region — a whole new set of views! After we haveted
and refuelled, we head off towards the lovely tafin
Bourg d’Oisans and the start of the most famouslziof
them all, Alpe d’'Huez. At 14km long, the climb is
relatively short but Alpe d’Huez is notorious foany
reasons, not least its steep gradients. The distanihe
first hair-pin bend has a gradient of over 10%, érfielels
a very long way; there’s a fabulous view over théey

just from this first landmark! From here you camob
down the 21 hair-pin bends laccets which are all
numbered and dedicated to winners of Tour de France
stages. The climb will be hard, especially afteuryefforts

on the Galibier, but enjoy
every minute as this
fabulous mountain marks ..
the end of your ;
challenge! We celebrate
our incredible
achievement at the top of B8
the mountain, where the
ski-resort is a thriving
summer town as well :
with many souvenir shopsi &
and cafes. After time to
take it all in, we enjoy our §
last thrilling descent back &
down the mountain to
Bourg d’Oisans, check
into our hotel and
celebrate in style!

Terrain

The cycling is very challenging, and it is vitahthyou
don’t underestimate how tough this challenge ish&day
includes two mountainols varying in difficulty but each
still presents a challenge for anyone who hasnaoted
and is not used to cycling. Distances are fairhglo
considering the terrain, averaging 100km (60 mijes)
day.

We ride mainly on small

quiet roads. Traffic is

light most of the time but

you must be vigilant for

traffic and other cyclists,

especially in poor

visibility or on narrow

mountain bends. Watch

out for traffic overtaking

on mountain descents as you are riding up — theybea
on your side of the road. French drivers are faremo
considerate to cyclists than here in the UK.

Bikes

We strongly recommend that you ride a road bikéfac
bike for this trip due to the long distances inwahon
well-surfaced roads. For a trip of this difficuliys really
important that you ride the bike you have beeming on
S0 you are used to it. Although training in the ggm
useful, there is no substitute for getting out ialio
weathers and really getting to know your bike —eesgly
the range of your gears as you climb. However, @isc
Adventure can provide hybrid or mountain bikes abst
of £10 per day if you wish (£50 total).

Bike Repairs
There will be a range of spares in the vehicle glaith a
full tool kit. However it is impossible for us t@ay spares
