INTRODUCTION

New Zealand is a country famed for its unspoilt natral
scenery, for beautiful coastlines and remote beackge
bubbling mud-pools and dense forests, the majestic
show-capped Southern Alps and rolling green
grasslands. It is also renowned as the capital of
adventure sports and home of some superb trekking.

Our challenging trek takes us to the renowned Abel
Tasman National Park on the northern tip of the
beautiful South Island.
