INTRODUCTION

This exciting, short cycling challenge links the tw
classic cities of Paris and Geneva, crossing the B&
border with a fabulous Tour de Franceclimb in the

beautiful Jura Mountains.

Our route takes us south-east from Paris, crossing
rolling chalk hills, quiet woodland and rural plateaux.
The landscape is dotted with small medieval townsna
Romanesque churches as we cycle through the famous
vineyard regions of Champagne and Bergundy.

Skirting Dijon, we head to the Roman spa town of
Lons-le-Saunier, at the foot of the Jura.

Our legs feel well-prepared as we tackle the hairip
bends of theCol de la Faucille(1232m), a 4' category
climb frequently used in theTour de Franceand the
toughest part of our challenge. Crossing into
Switzerland, we finish beside the lake in beautiful
Geneva.

It's important to pace yourself and not over-d@s,
although the first part is strenuous, the real blimas not
yet begun. The scenery quickly becomes wilder,
uncultivated Jura country, and it's not long befove
efforts are rewarded with wonderful views across th
valley. We take our time, enjoying the fabulousdscapes
and resting our legs on the downhill stretches aswind
our way further into the mountains and graduallyapur
highest point, the Col de la Faucille (1232m) — loigigest
challenge yet! Hairpin bends take us almost 12khilup
before we reach the top; this climb has featunetthé
Tour de Franceon many occasions,

and we should feel justly proud of

ourselves for reaching the summit.
